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Entry Tags & Reports 

Exhibitors in the Youth Building, Grange, Homemade/Homegrown  (H & H) Building and Farm Toy Show will pick up their 

entry tags  & reports in their respective buildings.  All other Exhibitors will pick their tags and reports in the Entry Office. 

 

Entry Office Hours are as follows: 

 Saturday before Fair:   9am—4pm 

 Sunday before Fair:  2pm—6pm 

 Monday of Fair:  9am—6pm 

 Fair Week:  8am—8pm 

Exhibitor Passes 

All animal exhibitors will be able to pick up their entry packet (which will contain their passes and vehicle hang tags) in the 

Entry Office Saturday prior to Fair through Monday.  All Open Exhibitors that have paid their entry fees and have checked-

in their animals and item exhibits may purchase discounted Day Passes until 8:00pm Tuesday evening.  These passes are 

available in packs of seven (7) for the discounted rate of $18.00.  A maximum of 4 packs of seven (7) may be purchased at 

the discounted price. 

 

OPEN Departments Policy: 

• Large Animal Exhibitors  (Cattle, Horses, Draft Animals, Sheep, Goats, & Swine)  will receive passes based on the 

number of animals checked in. 

 CATTLE & DRAFT ANIMALS: 

 1—3 animals = 14 day passes;  4—7 animals = 21 day passes;  8 or more animals = 28 day passes. 

 SHEEP, GOATS, & SWINE: 

 1—5 animals = 14 day passes;  6 or more animals = 21 day passes 

• Small Animal Exhibitors  (Poultry, Rabbits & Cavies)   

 No minimum number of animals—4 day passes (If volunteering for feeding/care, see  Supt. For additional passes) 

• Domestic Arts exhibitors will receive  passes based on number of items checked in by Superintendent.  Exhibitors 

who bring in 1-10 items will receive 2 day passes; Exhibitors who bring in 11-20 items will receive 4 day passes; Exhibi-

tors who bring in more than 20 items will receive 6 day passes. 

• Farm Toy Show, & Grange exhibitors will receive 2 day passes. 

 

(Multiple OPEN department entries are NOT ACCUMULATED (Ex. Open Sheep entries of 4 animals &  a domestic art entry 

will receive 14 day passes  - based on the Open Sheep entries) 

 

YOUTH Departments Policy: 

• Large Animal Exhibitors  (Cattle, Sheep, Goat, Swine, & Horse—staying on the grounds) 

 NO minimum number of Animals—14 day passes 

• Small Animal Exhibitors  (Poultry, Rabbits & Cavies) 

 NO minimum number of Animals—4 day passes 

For any YOUTH staying on the grounds, 7 day passes should be traded in for a wrist band at the Entry Office.
